B. Roll Call. C. Consent Agenda.

1. Warrants dated:  #62 (03/11/13), #63 (03/12/13 and #64 (03/18/13).  Selectman Elias made a motion to accept the warrants as listed.  Selectman Fortin seconded.  Motion carried.

D. Discuss acceptance of meeting minutes of March 11 and 18, 2013.  Selectman Elias made a motion to accept.  Selectman Fortin seconded.  Selectman Ducharme noted a typo on the March 11th minutes, item #7. Meeting with some HBAC contractors.  Motion carried.
E. Old business (Selectmen’s Concerns from immediately preceding meeting).  None.
F. Items of Communication.  Town Manager would like to add a grant application under new business.
G. New Business.

1. Grant application for 81 Main Street.  Property owner is Bob Hagopian.  He plans to spend $13,620 to remove the overhang on the roof (wood awning) and the wood on the front on the building, and replace 21 windows.  Selectman Bristow made a motion to grant.  Selectman Elias seconded.  Economic Development Consultant and Town Manager both endorse the program.  Mr. Hagopian would have to finish the project to get his grant award of $5,000.  Motion carried, four in favor, one opposed – Selectman Fortin.
2. Elect a Chairman for the Advisory Board.  Chris Roy nominated Ronald Moody as Chair for the Advisory Board.  Nomination was seconded.  A motion was made and seconded to cease nominations.  Motion carried.
3. 2013 – 2014 Budget.  Town Manager Berry explained that the overall budget is a net of $24,000 increase over last year, which is about .7%.  There may be some additional capital requests by Highway for next week.  Increases result from:  1) wage increase, which includes some step increases, increase in the cost of health insurance at the 85%/15% share for family coverage and a cost of living increase of 2%; 2) Cop Fast Grant (resulting from 2011 town meeting approval – town to fund 25% of the total cost); 3) a reduction in sanitary debt from $117,000 to $54,500 – this amount includes debt for rebuilding Maple Street.  TIF expenditures – DECD has approved the town taking a portion of the Town Managers and Finance Officers costs to offset expenses, which will amount to $40,000.  Town Manager has requested the use of TIF funds in other departments and for other capital items.  They are going to require an amendment to our TIF that is more specific and which lists what we want to do with those funds.
