B. Roll Call.  Present were George Elias, Albert Veneziano, Bruce Bristow, Jack Ducharme and Paul Fortin.
C. Consent Agenda.

E. Discuss acceptance of meeting minutes of May 29, 2012.  Selectman Elias made a motion to accept.  Selectman Ducharme seconded.  Motion carried.
F. Old business (Selectmen’s Concerns from immediately preceding meeting).  None.
G. Items of Communication.

1. Madison was selected as the 2012 Cop Fast Grant recipient, a total of $125,000.
2. Backyard Farms will be building a Research and Development building starting July 9.
3. Town Manager Berry sent an article to the Morning Sentinel and the Kennebec Journal regarding his opposition to the pipeline and the State’s decision to select Maine Natural Gas.
4. Whooping cough vacination clinics are being held at Redington Fairview Hospital. 

5. Town Manager gave Board some information about increasing the Revolving Loan Fund out of some TIF revenues.  He would like to discuss this at the next meeting.
6. Board signed the Annual Town Meeting Minutes.

7. Town Manager will be going on vacation from June 28th to July 9th.

H. New Business.

1. Election of Board Chairman and Vice Chairman.  Selectman Ducharme made a motion to elect Albert Veneziano as Chairman.  Selectman Elias seconded.  Motion carried.  Selectman Bristow made a motion to close nominations. Selectman Ducharme seconded.  Motion carried.  Selectman Fortin made a motion to elect Jack Ducharme as Vice Chairman.  Selectman Elias seconded.  Selectman Veneziano made a motion to cease nominations.  Selectman Bristow seconded.  Motion carried.  
2. Appointment of Fire Chief- Roger Lightbody.  Selectman Ducharme made a motion to appoint Roger Lightbody Fire Chief, Tammy Murray Tax Collector, Robin & Mark Sellinger as Civil Constables, Robert Dunphy CEO and Plumbing Inspector, Jim Elias Overseer of the Pines, Keith Blackwell Tree Warden, Gary Wallace Sealer of Weights and Measures and Shane Yeaton as Deputy Sealer of Weights & Measures.  Selectman Elias seconded.  Motion carried.

10. Appointment of various Boards.  Ballots to be completed.  The Board marked their ballot.  Advisory board members appointed were:  Calvin Ames, Tim Curtis, Robin Dimmock, Jeff Drew, Jim Ireland, Ronald Moody, Kenneth Moore, Lewis Ouellette, Chris Roy, Roger Sabourin, George Stoutamyer, Beth Swain, Carl VanHusen, Connie Vigneault, and Dennis Wright.  All other positions were as proposed; Cheryl West (2 years) and Barry Moores (1 year) to the Board of Appeals, Philip Curtis (2 year) Jim Ireland (3 year) and Christine Stratton (3 year) to the Board of Ethics, Curtis Kanagy and Gary Ward as associate members to Board of Ethics, Douglas Denico and Jeff Drew to the Planning Board, Tobin Curtis to the Recreation committee; Nancy Drew and Mary Tomlinson to the Recycling Committee and Tobin Curtis to the Channel 11 Board of Directors. 
11. Discuss policy for Treasurer Disbursement warrants.  Selectman Elias made a motion to approve.  Selectman Fortin seconded.  This allows just one signature on the payroll warrant.
12. Approve Quit Claim Deed for Desiree Landry.  Selectman Elias made a motion to approve the Quitclaim Deed.  Selectman Ducharme seconded.  Motion carried.
13. Maine Municipal Association’s Legislative Policy Committee Ballot.  Vote for two.  Elaine Alos, Selectman for Solon, Richard Bartlett and Robert Siazack, Town Council of Fairfield.  Selectman Fortin made a motion to nominate Elaine Alos and Richard Bartlett.  Selectman Elias seconded.  Motion carried.
14. Discuss use of OPA meeting room for Maine General Health Reach Bone Building Class.  We received a request to use the meeting room on Wednesday and Friday mornings for bone building exercises for the elderly.  Selectman Elias made a motion to approve.  Selectman Ducharme seconded.  Motion carried.
15.  Police Grant.  The grant was for three years in the amount of $125,000.  It’ll cost the Town 25% per year which is about $14,000 - $15,000 per year over the life of the grant.  Money to come from reserve and cut down overtime.  After the completion of the grant, the Town would be requried to retain this officer for a period of 12 months, a total cost over a 4 year period of $89,000.  The person hired must be a military Veteran that served atleast 180 days of active duty after September 11, 2001.  This grant was approved at the June 2011 Annual Town Meeting.  Police Chief would like to focus more effort on drug investigations/enforcement.  Funds are available June 1st.  Board discussed making this a salaried position.  Selectman Elias made a motion to accept the grant for the federal governments terms except that we create a salaried position.  Selectman Ducharme seconded.  The intent it that the new position would not be bound by the union contract.  Motion carried.  Town Manager Berry stated that negotions are expected to resume within the next 30-45 days; where former Selectman Hagopian was on the negotiation team along with Selectman Elias, the Police Chief and Town Manager, a new member needs to be appointed.  Selectman Elias made a motion to nominate Selectman Fortin.  Selectman Ducharme seconded.  Motion carried.       
16. Discussion of Madison Anson Days.  Last year the Board supported Madison Anson Days with $7,000.  Police and Highway expenses could have been reimbursed last year; this cost would be incorporated into this request this year.  This year the Madison Anson Days committee is requesting $18,000 for the 2012 events.  Selectman Elias made a motion to table this item.  Selectman Ducharme seconded.  The Board tabled this item until July 9th.
I. Selectmen’s Concerns.  Selectman Elias inquired about putting our investments out for bids.  Town Manager suggested we look into this in August.  Selectman Ducharme noted that there is a fence up on Main Street.  Town Manager issued a letter stating that they had 7 days to secure the building.  Now with the rain and warm weather, we may have a health hazzard.  They will be given another 7 days to start cleanup.  Code Enforcement Officer will be making a list of shabby properties which contact information so that we can begin the process of cleaning up unsafe and unsightly properties.  Selectman Bristow had none.  Selectman Fortin asked for more information on TIF projects.  Downtown revitalization grant fell through, Town Manager thought we could do some of the improvements in the downtown.  Much work went into these estimates.  Selectman Veneziano asked about fireworks, any complaints on the sale or use of them?  None from police or fire.  The other concern is at the corner of Vaughn St and Madison Avenue, when school starts and at dismissal, much traffic, some at high speeds, cars, buses, walkers.  He would like some signs before school starts this fall.  Pedestrian activitated flashing lights were recommended.  Selectman Veneziano would like to set priorities for the Board and Town Manager for the year.  
J. Adjournment.  Selectman Elias made a motion to adjourn.  Selectman Ducharme seconded.  The meeting adjourned at 7:46 p.m.
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
