A. Salute to the flag.  Done.
B. Roll Call.  Present were Albert Veneziano, Bruce Bristow, George Elias, Jack Ducharme and Paul Fortin.
C. Consent Agenda.

1. Warrants dated:  #88 (06/25/12), #89 (06/25/12), #90 (06/26/12), #91 (06/29/12) and #1 (07/02/12). Selectman Elias made a motion to accept the warrants.  Selectman Bristow seconded.  Motion carried.
D. Discuss acceptance of meeting minutes of June 25, 2012.  Selectman Elias made a motion to accept.  Selectman Ducharme seconded.  Motion carried.
E. Old business (Selectmen’s Concerns from immediately preceding meeting).  None.
F. Items of Communication.  
1. The Town received notification from Maine Dept of Transportation that they will be doing roadside spraying on Routes 201, 201A, 43, 48 and White Schoolhouse Road.

2. The Town received the Waste Management contract which includes a 3.1% increase.

3. Town Manager Berry reminded the Board that if they have any requests for information from the staff, that they go through the Town Manager.   

G. New Business.

1. Discuss appointments to boards and committees.  Advisory Board – Selectman Elias made a motion to nominate Keith Blackwell to the Advisory Board.  Selectman Ducharme seconded.  Motion carried.  Selectman Ducharme made a motion to nominate Curtis Kanagy for a three year term on Ethic Board.  Selectman Elias seconded.  Motion carried.  Selectman Elias made a motion to nominate Phil Curtis as an Associate member on the Ethics Board.  Selectman Ducharme seconded.  Motion carried.  Selectman Ducharme made a motion to reappoint Joe Hayden to a 3 year term on the Recreation Committee.  Selectman Elias seconded.  Motion carried.  Selectman Ducharme made a motion to nominate George Elias to the Cemetery Committee (to replace Robert Hagopian).  Selectman Bristow seconded.  Motion carried.  We still have one opening on the Planning Board.
2. Discuss Comprehensive Plan.  The Plan needs to be updated before the end of the year.  Recent revisions had been made but it now refers basically to the downtown area only.  Selectman Elias made a motion that the Comprehensive Plan go back to the Planning Board for direction and supervision with assistance from the administrative staff.  Selectman Bristow seconded.  The motion was amended to include that if technical expertise is needed, Town Manager can consult an outside source, funds to come from the TIF.  Motion carried.
3. Discuss Madison Anson Days.  The budget includes reimbursement to the Police and Highway Departments.  Carnival funding should decline as participation increases.  Future funding requests will be made in September annually.  Request is $16,000.  Selectman Ducharme made a motion to authorize the expenditure $16,000 for Madison Anson Days for the coming year, funds to come from TIF account.  Selectman Elias seconded.  Motion carried.  
4. Discuss Cop Fast Grant.  Selectman Elias made a motion to table until August 13th meeting.  Selectman Ducharme seconded.  Motion carried.
5. Update from Tim Ames.  Mr. Ames stated that they have installed a remote alarm at the septic pump station at the park and that DEP has been notified but has not yet accepted it.  Mr. Ames will forward a copy of the DEP response to the Town once received.  No homes can be placed in the park because they’re in violation.  They’re prepared to pave the second section of road soon.  Paving will be 18’ wide, 2” thick.  Paving does not need to be done at Town standards as it is a private road.  Town Manager has asked for a legal opinion on road specifications.  There is no letter of credit; Mr. Ames feels no need to supply one.    

6. Discuss Revolving Loan Fund for Downtown businesses.  The board discussed setting an hour aside at the next meeting to discuss goals and revolving loan funds.  The next meeting will be at the East Madison Fire Station.
7. Continued discussion of old Jr. High School building.  Jeff Lloyd is working on an estimate.  Mr. Powell is still interested – working on tax credits.  Selectman Fortin made a motion to remove the building, construct a municipal parking lot and a play ground area, leaving room for a farmers market/open space.  Selectman Veneziano seconded.  Lot size is 247’ in frontage by 214’ deep.  Putting a hotel/restaurant on Weston Avenue was mentioned as a possibility for Mr. Powell should the school turn the building over to the Town.  Removal project to be paid by TIF funds.  Exiting onto Henderson St discussed.  Motion carried, three in favor.   
8. Discuss setting goals for the ensuing year.  To be discussed at the next meeting.
9. Executive Session to give update on Police and Highway labor negotiations pursuant to 1 M.R.S.A. §.405 (6) (D).  No update available; negotiations were cancelled and need to be rescheduled.
10. Executive Session to discuss a legal matter pursuant to 1 M.R.S.A. § 405 (6) (E).  Selectman Bristow made a motion to go into executive session.  Selectman Elias seconded.  Motion carried.  
H. Selectmen’s Concerns.  Selectman Elias had none.  Selectman Fortin suggests we have an item called citizens concerns – to be discussed at the August 13th meeting.  Building on Russell Road is falling in.  Issue on Route 148 with jake brakes.  Dead deer on East Madison Road.  Selectmen Bristow and Ducharme had none.  The Board went into executive session at 7:45 p.m.  The Board came out of executive session at 8:40 p.m.
I. Adjournment.  Selectman Elias made a motion to adjourn.  Selectman Bristow seconded.  The meeting adjourned at 8:40 p.m.
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
