A. Salute to the flag.  Done.
B. Roll Call.  Present were Albert Veneziano, Jack Ducharme, Bruce Bristow, Paul Fortin and Cyp Johnson.
C. Consent Agenda.

1. Warrants dated:  #29 (09/30/13), #30 (10/07/2013), #31 (10/07/13), and #32 (10/07/2013). Selectman Bristow made a motion to accept the minutes.  Selectman Ducharme seconded.  Motion carried.
D. Discuss acceptance of meeting minutes of September 30, 2013.  Selectman Bristow made a motion to accept the minutes.  Selectman Ducharme seconded.  Selectman Ducharme had a correction – Selectmen’s Concerns – It was Selectman Ducharme’s concern about the Main Street contract with the school not Selectman Johnson.  Selectman Bristow reported a typo on page 2, playground equipment has been “ordered” not “order”.  Motion carried.
E. Old business (Selectmen’s Concerns from immediately preceding meeting).  None.
F. Items of Communication.  
1. Dana met with Wright Pierce and did a walk-through of the Town Office, Police Department, Weston Avenue, Old Point Avenue building and the Congregational Church.  They’re doing a preliminary study, will make recommendations and will provide some estimates. We should have this information in a couple weeks.
2. Dog waste bags have been put up at Thomas Street.  
3. There’s been a flag pole installed up to the Main Street Park and we’re looking at lighting the pole.

4. Town Manager Berry attended a task force meeting to review BETE and BETR.  Bill VanTuinen will provide an impact study for Madison.

5. Town Manager gave an update on natural gas.  He has made arrangements with Summit to do the hot topping in town.  

6. Town Manager has a meeting on Friday with MSAD 59 to discuss several things.
7. Board agreed to hold a joint meeting with Sanitary District on Wednesday, October 30th.

G. New Business.

1. Department head reports for 1st quarter.  Glen Mantor reported on the Highway Department, mowing, ditching, etc.  Fall cleanup is coming in the next couple weeks.  Summer road budget discussed.  Town Manager discussed the rest of the Town’s budget.  Fire Chief, Police Chief and Recreation Commissioner were not available to give a report.  A selectman reported that White Schoolhouse Road has a crack in it; the State didn’t fix the problem – a spring under the road.  
2. Discuss Cemetery lots and perpetual care rates.  Town Manager Berry passed out proposed rates which are $225 for the land and another $225 for the perpetual care/grave.  He discussed rates from surrounding communities.  Town Manager recommended change be effective January 1, 2014.  Selectman Fortin made a motion to increase the rates as proposed.  Selectman Bristow seconded.  Motion carried.
3. Discuss Christmas festival.  The Town funds Anson Madison Days fairly heavily.  The Christmas Festival committee has asked the Town for up to $6,000 of which $4,000 will go to purchase fireworks.  Selectman Bristow made a motion to approve $6,000 for the Christmas Festival; funds to come from TIF account.  Selectman Ducharme seconded.  Motion carried.
4. Appoint temporary Tree Warden.  This item was tabled until the next meeting.  Looking to develop some guidelines for the Tree Warden.  Town Manager has no nominees.  This position is paid an annual stipend of $750.
5. Playground update.  The equipment has arrived.  We have supervised installers here for three days.  We should be done with the installation by Wednesday of next week.  Concrete will be poured on Monday.  Students can distribute mulch on Wednesday.  
6. Executive session to discuss a personnel matter pursuant to 1 MRSA 405(6)(A).  Selectman Bristow made a motion to go into Executive Session.  Selectman Ducharme seconded.  The Board went into Executive Session at 7:45 p.m.  The Board came out of Executive Session at 8:26 p.m.  No action taken.
H. Selectmen’s Concerns.  Selectman Bristow had none.  Selectman Ducharme asked about the funding status of the money earmarked for the Comprehensive Plan - $18,000 was budgeted.  Tim Curtis said we are 10 months into the project and have spent about $9,000.  The final public hearing meeting will be in November.  He is hopeful that the Executive Summary will be ready for the Town Meeting on TIF.  The Comprehensive Plan document should be ready for June Town Meeting approval.  We are about 75% complete with preparation of the document; we shouldn’t exceed the budget.  Selectman Fortin had no concerns.  Selectman Johnson asked about the desk configuration at the Weston Avenue property.  Town Manager has not had a chance to look into it; he’ll talk to Highway about it.

J. Adjournment.  Selectman Johnson made a motion to adjourn.  Selectman Ducharme seconded.  The meeting adjourned at 8:27 p.m.
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
