A. Call to order:  Meeting was called to order at 6:30pm. 

B. Roll call by recording secretary: Present were Mary Tomlinson (Chair), Robin Turek, Craig Christopher, Richard Cormier, Melony Weston (KVCOG Planner), Jeff Drew (CEO, Recording Secretary), Mark Doty (Vice Chair) attended via Zoom. Also, in attendance, Denise Ducharme (Town Manager),Peter Sirois and Bill Holmes. Not Present Edwin “Jay” Watt Jr. and Don Skillings. Mrs. Tomlinson appointed Mr. Christopher and Mr. Cormier to act in place for Mr. Watt and Mr. Skillings.

C. Approve the minutes of August 27, 2024: Mrs. Turek motioned to waive the reading and approve the minutes as amended.  Mr. Doty seconded the motion. Motioned carried.

D. Old Business:
1. Follow-up – Chapter 170 – Select Board Public Hearing Results. 
Mrs. Ducharme briefed the Board that the Public Hearing results from the Select Board meeting went well. Chapter 170 was passed by the Select Board and will be voted on by the Town on October 22, 2024, at Madison Middle School.

2. Comprehensive Plan Review.
Ms. Weston noted that the Transportation chapter has been completed. Mrs. Tomlinson stated that Housing will be next. Ms. Weston will provide a template from KVCOG. Mrs. Tomlinson stated that the board will review all chapters of the Plan after the Transportation and Housing chapters are completed. Mrs. Tomlinson asked about the Comprehensive Plan Grant that KVCOG received.

E. New Business: 

1. Pete Sirois – Public Transportation Proposal. 
· Mr. Sirois presented his Transportation Idea to the board. He would like to establish a Volunteer Board for his plan. 
· He would like to apply for a grant to support the start of the self-sustaining program. 
· Mr. Sirois requested a letter of support from the Planning Board. 
· Mrs. Tomlinson tabled the proposal for a future Board Meeting to coincide with the Comprehensive Plan.

2. William Holmes - Art School – Deck build (PBR)
· Mr. Holmes applied for a PBR (Permit By Rule) from the Maine DEP.
· Mr. Holmes filled out a Shoreland Application and it was reviewed by the Board.
· Mrs. Turek motioned to accept the application. Mr. Cormier seconded the motion. There was no discussion. Motion carried.

3. Chapter 484 – Site Review
· Ms. Weston briefed the board on Site Review updates, cleaning up the language.
· Information was added regarding LD 2003.
· Chapter 484 - Sight Review will be listed under Old Business at the next Planning Board meeting.

F. Any other business to come before the board:  
· Mr. Drew mentioned the possible need to investigate an ordinance regarding Food Vender trucks and trailers. 
· Ms. Weston stated she will check with other towns for common ordinances. 
· Mrs. Ducharme mentioned, she received a call from a contractor complaining that the town’s 15foot setback is too restrictive.
· Mr. Drew replied that the 15’ setback is State Fire/Safety Code.
